Home and Community Based Services for the counties of Barrow, Clarke, Elbert, Greene, Jackson, Jasper, Madison, Morgan, Newton, Oglethorpe, Oconee and Walton in Northeast GA.

	What are the Home and Community Based Services? 
Home and Community Based Services provide a broad range of non-Medicaid-funded, community-based services that support and assist older individuals (persons in the age group 60 and over) who may not require intensive medical services to continue living in their homes and communities. These social and health related services promote health, self sufficiency and independence. Services are available dependent on needs assessment and funding.
Community Based Services include services such as: 
Adult Day Care – Social Model
· Provide non-medical care, primarily social and recreational activities and minimal supervision in an adult day care center or senior center.
· Nutritional services, including education and counseling for participants and caregivers, when appropriate;
· Assistance and supervision as needed with activities of daily living, such as walking, grooming, toileting, eating; 
· Exercise or physical activity appropriate to each person’s functional status, and rest; 
· Meals, including prescribed diets

Congregate Meals/Senior Centers
· Meals and nutrition education in a group setting at a nutrition site, senior center, or multipurpose senior center; 
· Access by participants to nutrition screening and assessment, nutrition education, and counseling on and individual basis, when appropriate; 
· Access to the congregate site through transportation services; 
· Shopping assistance; 
· Health, fitness, and other educational programs; 
· Recreational programs.


	Home Delivered Meals

•    One meal prepared outside the home and delivered
      to the client at lunch/noon Monday thru Friday,                          

· Nutrition assessment, education and counseling to clients and their caregivers in the home. 

Respite Care
· The provision of intermittent and temporary substitute care or supervision of frail, functionally impaired, and/or cognitively impaired persons on behalf of and in the absence of the primary caregiver, for the purpose of providing relief from stress or responsibilities associated with providing continuous care or supervision, to enable the caregiver to continue the provision of care in the home. 
· Provided by appropriately trained and supervised paid workers who attend to the needs of the care receiver in the same manner as the primary caregiver, in their place of residence.

Personal Care Services

· Assistance with activities related to the care of 
the client’s physical health, such as: dressing and undressing; bathing; shaving; dental care and oral 

 hygiene; grooming; toileting, including assistance with continence care; transferring; mobility; and eating.

Homemaker Services

· Assistance with meal preparation, hygiene and nutrition

· Light housekeeping, shopping, and other support services

Who is eligible for Home and Community Based Services?

The target group for this service is persons 60 years of age or older, who are functionally impaired in their ability to perform regular activities of daily living, and their spouses and caregivers, when present.
                                                                         

	How does an individual obtain Home and Community Based Services?
 The individual or their family, contact the Aging and Disability Resource Connection with the local Area Agency on Aging for a telephone assessment.

 If the individual is eligible for HCBS, the information and screening specialist will discuss the services available and help determine which services they are interested in.

Referrals to other agencies or human services for available resources are also made at the time of phone screening. 

 
	How are services arranged?
 If funding is available for the requested services, the individual’s information is forwarded to the service provider who will contact the client /family to schedule and in-home assessment.
In Northeast GA, the county senior centers or other approved providers in each county are notified for Home Delivered Meals, Athens Community Council on Aging is contacted for ADC, and ResCare HomeCare is notified for in-home assistance.

 If no funds are available, the individual is placed on a waiting list for requested services and the individual or family is contacted every four months to update the   individual’s information to keep the waiting list as accurate as possible.
The individual is added into the waiting list by their level of impairment and level of need as determined by the telephone screening.




What are the financial eligibility requirements?

   There are no financial eligibility requirements for the home and community based funds, but 

      Home Delivered Meal participants are asked to make a voluntary client contribution to the provider towards 

      the cost of the meal. This is one way in which the programs are able to increase the number of persons they 
      can serve; and

      Persons receiving Adult Day Care and In-Home Services such as personal care support, homemaker assistance,  

      and respite care are asked to pay for services on a sliding fee scale based on the household income and medical
      expenses.

What amount of service can be obtained under the Home and Community Based funding?
      Home Delivered Meals are offered once a day for the noon meal Monday thru Friday.

      The amount of In-Home assistance offered is based on available funding and determined by the nurse at the 
      time of the individuals in home assessment. An average time in the home would be twice a week for one/
      two hours each day.
